THE ROSARY PATCH SERIES

The Rosary Patch Series will focus each of the next four years on a different set of Mysteries of the Holy Rosary.  This is an opportunity for youth and adults alike to learn more about their faith.  All Scouts, Girl Scouts and Camp Fire Boys and Girls are eligible to earn the patch.  It is not necessary to send the completed form.  Scout and Camp Fire Leaders as well as parents can verify the correctness of the answers.  Each patch will cost $3.50 in the current year.  When the current year is finished and the new Mystery starts July 1 of each year, the cost will increase.

d. With your parent or guardian, visit a Catholic church of a different national background or a different rite from your own.

Medallion Activity

Requirements for 6th - 12th grade 
1.  Look up the definition of the word “Catholic” in the dictionary or Catholic 

    Encyclopedia; tell how it applies to the Catholic Church.

2. Plus, do any two (2) of the following:

a. Talk to someone who has experienced  Catholicism in a foreign country about what it is like living as a Catholic in that country. 

b. Do one of the following pertaining to a Catholic church of a different national background or a different rite from your own: 

i. Visit and attend a Liturgy or a Mass, is possible, in a foreign language, and compare it to Mass in  your own parish. 

ii. Write or meet with a Scout of that church to find out in what way that church differs from your own and is like your own. 

iii. View a video or a movie about that church. 

  3. Earn the “Citizenship in the World” Merit Badge. 

  4. Correspond with a Catholic Scout in a foreign country by mail or e-mail. 

  5. View a video or movie on Scouting in a foreign country (e.g., World Youth Day, 

      World Jamboree). 

  6. Learn a Scouting phrase and the Sign of the Cross in a foreign language. 

  7. Help a Cub Scout earn his International Awareness Pin and Patch Recognition.

Requirements for Adults

b. Share information with Cubs or Scouts about Scouting for Catholics in another country. 

c. Participate in an international Scout activity. Share with Cubs or Scouts the religious dimension of what your experienced. 

d. Explain to Cubs or Scouts the differences and similarities between two (2) kinds of religious art (e.g., icons, statues, and paintings).
