From Fr. Jim Conard at Kowak

Just a short note to let you know about our work with HIV
patients. On March 19 we had 116 patients at Kowak for HIV
treatments. Since our big day in February, we built a “shade”
an open building that can seat 100 on cement benches. Actu-
ally some use the benches as a bed. We had staff come from
Shirate and Tarime to help with the load. They received coun-
seling, advice, treatment and free medicine. By luck, we had
some Health people from Daes Salaam and Musoma. As there
is a program going on about cholera, that group of health peo-
ple also arrived. On the day we had two cholera patients and a
few babies receiving blood for malaria treatment. The day
was long, 8 am to 6 pm.

The laboratory for CD4 was not completed because the
workers put the door in backwards and the window was not
square. They left and will not be back for yet another week.
Once we make the corrections and paint, we can use this new
laboratory. Work goes on in the old lab.

There will be one more “practice” run on April 24 and
then we are on our own. But the government has promised
help of personnel because we have 5 more stations that do not
have a CD4 and will send their blood samples to us for analyz-
ing.

We have started this work in the new District of Rorya.
There will be some bad moments and days, but it will bring
improvements and some ideas, that might make some changes
in culture. The government will help us in personnel and
equipment.

The hospital is very busy these days I told some people the
other day. Go right for cholora, left for HIV, and straight
ahead for malaria. We soon will be opening a ward for T.B.
which is a cousin of HIV.
