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Acquiring a Taste for Scripture  

 The First Sunday of Advent-i.e. the 

first Sunday of the new liturgical year-

begins on the weekend of November 29-

30, just after Thanksgiving.  Since holiday 

travel to family and friends could begin as 

early as next weekend for some parishion-

ers, it seems valuable to talk this weekend 

in the bulletin about 

the blessing of Bibles  

which will take place in parishes through-

out our diocese that first weekend of Ad-

vent.  This blessing of new Bibles, or the 

renewed blessing of Bibles we may have 

owned and used for years, will take place 

at all Masses to mark the beginning of a 

year dedicated in our diocese to 

a new and loving familiarity 

with the Scriptures. 

 At each Mass in which we participate, 

portions of the Scripture are read.  In this 

way, we are never distant from the Word 

of God (a phrase which is often used for 

the Scriptures)  but we are invited by faith 

to have a personal devotion to reading the 

Scripture and a deepened understanding of 

what it means in itself and what it means to 

us.  

 The task is not easy as each of us who 

has developed 

a taste for Scripture  
knows.  Someone else has helped us learn. 

 Philip the Deacon in Acts 8.26-39, en-

counters an Ethiopian who is reading 

Isaiah.  Philip says to the Ethiopian: 

Do you understand what you are reading? 

 The Ethiopian responds: 

How can I, unless someone guides me? 

 There it is.  The richness of the Scripture 

is not immediate or obvious.  Help is war-

rented. 

 Most weeks, cluster parishioners and staff 

meet at the Lourdes rectory on Tuesdays at 5 

pm to talk about the readings for the follow-

ing weekend.

Deepening Our Sense of Liturgy 
Dear Friends, 

 This is the third in a series of three articles reflecting upon 

some aspects of our celebration of Mass.  In this article we will 

focus on the proclamation of the Gospel and the Book of the 

Gospels.  The proclamation of the Gospel, which recounts the 

words and deeds of Jesus, is the high point of the first part of 

Mass, the Liturgy of the Word.  [The climax of the second part 

of Mass, the Liturgy of the Eucharist, is the Eucharistic Prayer.]  

Therefore we surround the proclamation of the Gospel and the 

Book of the Gospels with particular marks of honor: 

1. the Gospel is proclaimed the deacon, or if there is no dea-

con at the Mass, then by the priest; 

2. the congregation stands for the proclamation of the Gospel; 

3. at the start of the proclamation, we mark our foreheads, our 

lips and our hearts with the sign of the cross and pray that 

the words of the Gospel will be in our minds, on our lips 

and in our hearts; 

4. at the end of the proclamation the deacon or priest kisses 

the passage; 

5. we sing hallelujah at the proclamation of the Gospel; 

6. The Book of the Gospels is carried in the entrance proces-

sion and placed on the altar; after the proclamation of the 

Gospel, it is displayed on a stand near the ambo; 

7. when The Book of the Gospels is carried from the altar to the 

ambo it may be accompanied by two candles; 

8. on solemn occasions it is incensed, just as the bread and wine 

on the altar and the people are incensed. 

We treat the proclamation of the Gospel as though Jesus himself 

appeared in our midst as he did with the Apostles and his other 

first disciples. 

 At Our Lady of Lourdes we have been carrying The Book of 

the Gospels in procession and enthroning it after the proclama-

tion; at St. Anne we will begin doing so next weekend, the Feast 

of Christ the King.  Beginning next weekend at St. Anne, we will 

not only sing ñalleluiaò as The Book of the Gospels is carried 

from the altar to the ambo, but we will also sing ñalleluiaò after 

the proclamation of the Gospel and it is carried from the ambo to 

its stand, which will be in front of the ambo.  Therefore at St. 

Anne starting next weekend, please remain standing after the 

Gospel is read until the deacon or priest has placed The Book of 

the Gospels on the stand in front of the ambo. 

 As we show honor to the presence of Our Lord in the Gospel, 

may we listen ever more deeply to his Word.
