St. Therese of the Child Jesus — Feast Day October 1
St. Therese was a Carmelite nun who died in 1897 at the age of 24. On her deathbed she stated “I
will spend my heaven doing good upon earth, and | will let fall a shower of roses.” Our longtime
pastor, Fr. Paul Benedict, was studying in Rome at he time of St. Therese’s canonization and was
standing in St. Peter’s Square in 1927 when the bells of St. Peter’s peeled that St. Therese was
canonized. There was a hush in the crowd when the roses fell from heaven. Later skeptics said the
incident of the roses was staged. Fr. Paul said it was not staged and it was a miracle. St. Therese is
now a doctor of the church.
