Choosing a Sponsor for Confirmation


A sponsor is someone who walks with you on the journey of faith leading to Confirmation.  Your sponsor is a special kind of friend, one who shares with you his or her own faith, knowledge, and experience of being a Christian.


During the rite (or ceremony) of Confirmation, your sponsor will present you to the bishop and to the community, as a sign of your readiness to receive the sacrament.  Your relationship with your sponsor does not end with the ceremony; he or she has the important task of continuing to help you as you grow in faith.


You choose your own sponsor for Confirmation.  Your sponsor should be someone who has already had a good influence on your life in the Church.  You may choose one of your baptismal godparents to sponsor you for Confirmation, or any other adult (other than a parent) who is a practicing Catholic.


The duties of a sponsor are:

1.  to stand with you at the Confirmation ceremony;

2.  to present you to the bishop and the community;
3.  to be willing to help you live as a follower of Jesus.


A sponsor must be:

1. An active Catholic who has received the sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist, and Confirmation;

2.  at least 16 years old (14 in the Archdiocese of New York) and sufficiently mature to guide and assist you in your faith. 


Please begin thinking about whom you would like to be your sponsor.  At a later date you will receive a sponsor certificate that must be signed by the pastor in your sponsor’s parish.  If you have any questions, please contact the Religious Education Office at 834-4597.
