PARISH PILGRIMAGE TO OBERAMMERGA 

PASSION PLAY 

 It seemed like a long time away when we first announced the 

Parish Pilgrimage to Germany for the renowned Passion Play in 

the small town of Oberammergau in southern Germany. Saint 

Patrick Parish, Stoneham and Saint Joseph Parish, Medway will 

co-sponsor the pilgrimage to Germany and Switzerland from 

September 10-20, 2010. Monsignor Timothy Moran and Father 

Bill Schmidt will serve as spiritual guides for the pilgrimage.  

Monsignor Moran was stationed in Germany for two years at the 

Vatican Nunciture.  

 The pilgrimage will include visits to Munich (Octoberfest) 

and the birthplace of Pope Benedict in Bavaria. A loop south to 

the beautiful shrines of Lucerne, Switzerland will be followed by 

a journey north through the Black Forest and along the Rhine 

River to Aachen and Cologne. We have already reserved prime 

tickets for the day-long performance of the Passion Play which 

has been performed every ten years by the villagers of 

Oberammergau in fidelity to a vow that was made in 1634 when 

the village was spared the ravages of the Black Death. The 

Passion Play will not be performed again until 2020, so this 

might be your best chance to experience this once-in-a-lifetime 

opportunity. The good news is that the economic situation in 

Europe has brought about a significant reduction in the price of 

the pilgrimage package. Revised brochures available by calling

Briggs Scholarship 

 

 Confidence, respect, loyalty, community, hope, humility, friendship; these are only some of the important 

values that I have learned from my St. Patrick CYO experience throughout high school, and I could go on for pages 

and pages on the importance and effects of each and every one, but one other distinguishes itself from the rest. From 

my experience with the CYO I have learned that that this value stands above all others, encompasses the rest, never 

fails, conquers all, and is all of our heartsô deepest desire.  

 Love is what reigns over all decency, integrity and righteousness in our world, and CYO has allowed me to 

not only see that, but also gain the wisdom to understand that. Preparing sandwiches for the food group showed me 

charity as the world knows it, but knocking on doors in the shanty town of San Bartolo, Peru to pray with 

impoverished and lonely people showed me love as only the Church knows it. Handing out bread to homeless 

people on the streets of Rome was a great experience that anyone could appreciate, but only CYO could have shown 

me the same value of love in bringing the Sacraments and prayer to the lives of everyone from the poor, to the 

homeless, to my friends and peers, and even to the faithful churchgoers of St. Patrick Parish, as we all need support 

from our community to reinvigorate our faith lives. I have seen that love extends not only from participating in the 

Walk for Hunger or visiting a nursing home to entertain the lonely sick and elderly, but also in living a life of 

chastity and inspiring others to true love that cannot be found behind a wall of lust and self-serving indulgence. 

Buying and helping collect and organize presents for the Tewksbury State Hospital was great, but the love shown by 

helping children experience a merry Christmas is far outweighed by supporting life for children to have the chance 

to experience happy lives.  

 I could write volumes on what the CYO has done for me, give anecdotes on awe inspiring moments of grace 

that I have experienced and witnessed, and explain every detail of what I have learned and how I have grown, but I 

can sum it up with one word: love. I have seen love, heard love, breathed love, learned love, and lived love with the 

CYO community, and I have matured in the faith and confidence in it needed to bring love and Christ into my life, 

and into othersô lives, to the best that I can. I owe my life to what I have learned from the CYO and the Church, and 

I only hope to bring that same joy to others by being a witness to God and His love, so that others may experience 

the invaluable graces that I have; nothing could make me happier, and I hope that Boston College and its students 

may become a better place and a better people in the next four years through Him and His instruments of peace, 

charity, faith, hope and, most of all, love. 
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What Are Those Trucks Doing in the Parking Lot? 
 

A lot of people will be asking that question soon as we undertake a construction project that is not at all glamorous, but it is 

necessary! We need to respond to a  critical  situation of recurring flooding in the lower level of the parish center and the lower 

church. The rain water runs all the way across the parking lot when a torrential downpour during a short span of time overtaxes our 

drainage system. The rain water collects in the fenced-off area for the HVAC equipment right behind the rectory. We have had 

four storms during the past two years when the accumulation of rain water in this area rose to three feet high around  the HVAC 

equipment and four feet high against the windows and doorway in the stairwell. Continued flooding will cause incalculable 

damage to the mechanical equipment as well as the music room, youth room,  storage closets for parish organizations and the 

lower church. 

 

The following is a brief history of  the current flooding issue at Saint Patrick Parish.. Our first flooding event took place in July of 

2007 during a late afternoon thunderstorm that lasted about twenty minutes. The lower level of our parish center and lower church 

sustained only minimal water damage from this event because our maintenance staff was on-site during the event to contain and 

clean up the water entering the building through two doors and two windows. This was the first time we had encountered a storm 

like this since the enlargement of the church and the construction of the parish center. We were obviously surprised and concerned, 

but that July 2007 storm was the only one that posed any threat that summer. We were hoping that it was a fluke! 

 

The following summer on June 24, 2008 we had our second flooding event on the lower level of the church and parish center. This 

was also precipitated by a rapid 15 minute cloud burst with torrential rain. Once again the maintenance staff was on-site to 

minimize the water damage due to the flooding. Again on July 24, 2008 another cloud burst with torrential rain flooded the lower 

level. The fourth flooding event took place on August 14, 2008.  After this last storm we sought the advice of Mr. Peter Silva of 

the Archdiocesan Building Department. Acting on the recommendation of Mr. Silva, we then sought the advice of the town 

engineer, Mr. Larry Broffey. After a brief meeting with Mr. Broffey he generously agreed to have the public works department 

clean out the storm drains and the piping on Central Street and let us know what they find. Saint Patrick Parish then contracted 

with Drain Pro of Massachusetts to video scan our own storm water pipes out to Central Street to check for any obstructions on our 

property.  Our water pipes were found to be clean and clear. The town engineer reported back to us that the pipes on Central Street 

were also clean and clear. 

 

On September 7, 2008 Saint Patrick Parish contracted with Bergman Associates, Inc. (civil engineers) to survey our property and 

the storm water system. On September 23, 2008 Bergman Assoc. conducted a site survey. On September 25, 2008 Bergman 

Assoc. met with the town engineer and our facilities  manager, Paul Stocks, to discuss some possible options to solve our flooding 

issue.  It was clear to everyone that the vast area of the parish parking lot was draining into the area adjacent to the lower church 

and parish center when the capacity of the existing storm drains could not contain the water. After meeting with the town engineer 

the three parties agreed that the best course of action would be to capture as much of the storm water as possible on-site beneath 

the parking lot and decrease the amount of water that we are trying to shed to the town storm water system in a brief period of 

time. 

 

Bergman Associates has designed a storm water retention system in conjunction with Contech Systems. The system will handle a 

one hundred year storm and/or approximately .75 to 1 inch of rain in a fifteen minute storm. This system will also include the 

upgrading of several of the catch basins and the piping on our property. The project will include the re-grading of the parking lot to 

efficiently deliver the storm water to the proper catch basins and in turn to the retention system. At this time all the testing, 

designing, and prints have been completed. Plans were distributed to four contractors and the contract awarded to the company 

with the lowest bid which also happens to have a great ótrack recordô on earlier projects at Saint Patrick Parish. The expected cost 

of the project is  $175,000. This could go higher if ledge removal becomes an issue during the excavation of the parking lot or we 

have torrential rains during the construction period. 

 

 It is not easy to raise funds for a project of this nature. Strangely, nobody seems to want to memorialize a drain pipe or sewer 

cover in the name of a loved one! The funds for this project will have to be borrowed from the archdiocese and will be added to 
our current mortgage loan from the earlier construction project. We certainly donôt have the cash on hand to fund such an 

undertaking, but if we donôt do it soon the damage to the property could be significant. 

 

There may be some inconvenience for parishioners during the coming weeks as the construction work begins and an area of the 

parking lot will be inaccessible. Thank you for your patience and understanding.
